IV. Special measures to mitigate the negative impact of the COVID-19 global pandemic on 

post adjustment classifications of group I duty stations 

 

1. Given that the ICSC has suspended its survey programme as a result of the disruptions in 

global markets, and the attendant lockdowns, both legally established and de facto,  due to the 

impact of the COVID-19 pandemic, the ICSC Chair has decided, under his delegated authority, to 

approve the promulgation of a special measure for group I duty stations where staff incur a 

significant share of local expenditures in non-local currencies, with effect from 1 June 2020, until  

further notice. This measure entails a modification of the 0.5 percent rule, to guarantee stability of 

each of two separate portions of the net take-home pay (NTP), one set in local currency and the 

other in US dollars. The proportions of the two NTP components are based on the proportions of 

local expenditures incurred in local and non-local currencies, as measured with the most recent 

place-to-place survey at the duty station. See document ICSC/CIRC/GEN/06/2020 for details. 

Please note that five duty stations were found to be eligible for this special measure:  Bulgaria, 

Croatia, Hungary, Poland and Romania. For March 2021 this special measure was not applicable 

for any of the duty stations, as the post adjustment multipliers derived from it turned out to be 

lower than those based on the 0.5 percent rule.  

 

 

V. Special measures to mitigate the negative impact of the COVID-19 global pandemic on 

post adjustment classifications of group II duty stations  

 

2. In accordance with  the special measures to mitigate the negative impact of the COVID-19 

on post adjustment classification of group II duty stations, ICSC/CIRC/GEN/05/2020, the post 

adjustment multipliers of twenty-six (26) group II duty stations, which would have been reduced 

under the normal four-month review, were frozen at their prevailing levels to protect NTP of staff 

in the duty stations, effective 1 March 2021.  

 

3. Among the duty stations that got significant relief from the special measure were Angola, 

Libya, Seychelles, Sudan and Suriname.  Without the special measure, the reduction in the 

multipliers due to significant depreciation of the local currencies of these duty stations would have 

triggered the 10-point rule.  However, in accordance with the special measure, the multipliers were 

frozen at their prevailing levels.  The table below summarizes the trigger date of the 10-point rule 

for the five duty stations.

VII. Duty Stations with Personal Transitional Allowance (PTA) 

 

5. Under the existing system of operational rules, the PTA is adjusted periodically until it is 

phased out.  During an adjustment month, the new PTA is calculated by reducing the pay index 

for existing staff by 3 per cent, and then subtracting the prevailing pay index. Table 3 is a summary 

of all PTAs in effect as of 1 March 2021.   

 

6. In line with the special measures, ICSC/CIRC/GEN/05/2020, to mitigate the negative 

impact of COVID-19 pandemic on post adjustment classifications of group II duty stations, the 

PTA revision cycle is frozen as of 1 April 2020 and there will be no further downward adjustment 

of the PTA for the five duty stations in Table 3, until the special measures are discontinued. The 

existing PTA will be applied to all staff at the duty station (not just staff on post before the date of 

implementation of the survey results) as of 1 April 2020 and the revision cycle will resume its 

regular course upon the lifting of the special measures. Staff on post after the first implementation 

of the PTA, but before 1 April 2020, are not eligible for the PTA for the period of service before 

1 April 2020, the date that the special measure came into force. Table 3 also provides the applicable 

start date of the PTA to all staff.

VIII. W40 Measure 

 

7. The waiver of the 40 percent-of-rent limit on rental subsidies is no longer applicable for 

Cambodia effective 1 March 2021. 

 

IX. One Month Rule 

 

8. Due to sustained substantial inflation over the past six- and twelve-month periods, the one-

month rule continued to be applicable for Lebanon and Sudan. Under this rule, the post adjustment 

multipliers of Lebanon and Sudan are reviewed on a monthly basis during the period of substantial 

inflation. Based on the application of the one-month rule, the applicable post adjustment multiplier 

for Lebanon effective 1 March 2021 is listed in the attached Consolidated Post Adjustment 

Circular.  

 

9. In the case of Sudan, the substantial inflation that triggered the one-month rule was 

accompanied by significant depreciation of the local currency relative to the US dollar, and the 

combined effect of inflation and depreciation of the local currency resulted in a reduction in 

multiplier that triggered the 10-point rule. However, in accordance with the special measures 

outlined in ICSC/CIRC/GEN/05/2020, the post adjustment multiplier for Sudan, is frozen at its 

prevailing level to protect the net take-home pay (NTP) of staff at the duty station, effective 1 

March 2021. Sudan will be reviewed on a monthly basis, in accordance with the one-month rule, 

and the result of such reviews will be implemented in accordance with the established special 

measures. 

 

 

X. Retroactive pay for staff in the Professional and higher categories based in the Republic 

of Korea 

 

 

10. The ICSC secretariat discovered a glitch in the template of the Integrated Data 

Management System (IDMS) for updating the housing index, limited to duty stations with a new 

housing survey under the 2016 round: the template was not applying the correct exchange rate. 

This issue has been resolved as of March 2021, and the post adjustment multipliers (PAMs) have 

been recalculated for Republic of Korea and Belize, the only two duty stations with housing-only 

surveys so far in the 2016 round.  

 

11. Since the exchange rate for Belize was unchanged since the last place-to-place survey 

(August 2018), there is no impact on the PAMs published in the past for this duty station. 

However, for the Republic of Korea, the difference between the published and revised PAM is 

+0.4 PAM points per month since November 2020.  

 

12. Therefore, eligible staff members serving in the Republic of Korea are entitled to 

retroactive salary payments, which can be effected by granting a one-time payment in extra PAM 

points, cumulated from November 2020 to February 2021, as specified in Table 4, effective 1 

March 2021.

13. As shown in the table above, staff who joined the duty station by November 2020 should 

get a cumulative extra PAM points of 1.6 while those that joined only February 2021 should get
