SUBJECT: Post adjustment classification memo for October 2022

1. I am pleased to send you the post adjustment multipliers for October 2022. Note that only

duty stations with changes in post adjustment multipliers are listed.

2. The provisions of the special measures to mitigate the negative impact of the COVID-19
global pandemic on the post adjustment classifications of both the group I and group II duty stations,
as outlined in ICSC/CIRC/GEN/06/2020 and ICSC/CIRC/GEN/05/2020 respectively, will be
discontinued as of 1 February 2023. Details of the discontinuation scheme are outlined in

document ICSC/CIRC/GEN/05/2022 issued on 30 September 2022.

Group I Duty Stations

3. The post adjustment multipliers, applicable to group I duty stations, as a result of the
operation of the 0.5 per cent rule under conditions of currency depreciation/appreciation relative to

the US dollar, with effect from 1 October 2022, are given in Table 1.

ICSC/CIRC/GEN/06/2020, the post adjustment multipliers applicable for the following group I

duty stations, with effect from 1 October2022, are given in Table 2.

5. The post adjustment multipliers based on the results of the most recent cost-of-living

surveys for the duty stations listed in Table 3 below, are effective 1 October 2022

6. Cost-of-living survey results did not trigger a change in the multipliers for Cameroon,

China-Macao (SAR), Ecuador, Kuwait, Lesotho, Mongolia, Nepal, and Rwanda.

7. Based on the most recent cost-of-living survey results, the revised applicable rental subsidy

thresholds for the duty stations listed in Table 4 below, are effective 1 October 2022.

8. The waiver of the 40 per cent of rent limit on rental subsidies is no longer applicable for
Lesotho, effective 1 October 2022.
9. Due to sustained substantial inflation over the past six- and twelve-month periods, the one-

month rule (OMR) is applicable for Argentina, Lebanon, Sri Lanka, Sudan, and Tiirkiye. Under
this rule, the post adjustment multipliers of these duty stations are reviewed on a monthly
basis during the period of substantial inflation. Based on the application of the one-month rule, the
applicable post adjustment multipliers for Lebanon and Sri Lanka effective 1 October 2022 are
listed in Table 5. However, the application of the rule did not trigger a change in the post adjustment

multipliers for Argentina, Sudan and Tiirkiye.

10. The application of the OMR triggered the 10-point rule for Sudan effective 1 October
2022. In accordance with this rule, the existing multiplier will be maintained for four months
pending completion of a place-to-place cost-of-living survey. It should be noted that, in the absence

of cost-of-living survey results, the existing post adjustment multiplier would be reduced by 10

points, effective 1 February 2023.
