 Danger Pay from 1 January to 31 March 2023 has been approved for internationally and 

locally recruited staff who are required to report to work in the locations listed below:

• Cameroon – the Far North Region including the duty stations of Maroua, Mokolo and Kousseri;

• Chad – the duty stations of Baga Sola and Bol in the area of Lake Chad (Region du Lac);

Introduction of Danger Pay: 

 

➢ Ethiopia - Somali Region – Liban and Dawa zones (Melkadida and Dollo Ado duty stations) 

and in Gambella Region – Gambella Town, Pinyudo and Dimma where the security situation 

has deteriorated; and 

➢ Mali - Introduction of danger pay in the duty station of Ségou due to ongoing armed conflict 

and extremist activities.

➢ Sudan - El Geneina where the security situation has improved.
