VII. Gap Closure Measure  

 

4. The Commission, at the request of the General Assembly, established the gap closure 

measure, to be applied in situations where the implementation of a place-to-place survey results in 

a significantly lower post adjustment index (PAI) than the existing pay index.  Details of these 

procedures are contained in the Commission’s report of the work of its thirty-fifth session 

ICSC/35/R.17, para. 61 (d) and in the post adjustment circulars ICSC/CIRC/PAC/208 and 

ICSC/CIRC/PAC/281 of 6 April 1992 and 4 May 1998, respectively.  

 

5. The Commission, at its eighty-fifth session, established a revised gap closure measure to 

be implemented in the 2016 round of surveys. Details of these procedures are contained in 

ICSC/CIRC/GEN/04/2017-rev 1 of 31 July 2017. 

 

6. In accordance with the above-mentioned gap closure measure:  

a. The updated PAI derived from the survey (updated to the month of 

implementation), is augmented by 3 per cent to derive a revised Post Adjustment 

multiplier (PAM) for the duty station. 

b. The revised PAM is applicable to all Professional staff members in the duty 

station. Existing staff members, already at the duty station on or before the 

implementation month of the survey results, receive the revised PAM, plus a 

PTA. 

c. The personal transitional allowance (PTA) is the difference between the revised 

and prevailing PAMs.  

d. The PTA is paid in full for the first 6 months after the implementation date; and 

adjusted downward by 3 per cent every 4 months, until it is phased out. 

e. During an adjustment month, the new PTA is calculated by taking the difference 

between the prevailing pay index and the pay index applicable to existing staff 

(that is, the prevailing pay index plus the existing PTA), reduced by 3 per cent. 

 

7. The Gap Closure Measure was further refined by the Commission for surveys conducted 

under the 2021 round as follows: 

 

a. The updated PAI derived from the survey (updated to the month of 

implementation), is augmented by 3 per cent to derive a revised Post Adjustment 

multiplier (PAM) for the duty station. 

b. The revised PAM is applicable to all Professional staff members in the duty 

station. Existing staff members, already at the duty station on or before the 

implementation month of the survey results, receive the revised PAM, plus a 

PTA. 

c. The PTA is first calculated as the difference between the revised and prevailing 

PAMs.  

d. During the next 5 months the PTA is set to ensure the same net take-home pay at 

the implementation date; and thereafter, the target net take-home pay is adjusted 

downward by 3 per cent every 4 months, until the PTA is phased out. 

e. During an adjustment month, the decrease factor would be applied to the net take-

home pay of existing staff, and the personal transitional allowance required to 

keep net take-home pay stable within revision periods calculated accordingly. The 

personal transitional allowance would be phased out when, at a revision point in 



 

time, the net take-home pay for existing staff is aligned with that for all staff at 

the duty station. 

 

 

8. The Gap Closure Measure was applied to the group I (under the 2021 round) and II (under 

the 2016 round) duty stations listed below, following the implementation of the results of the cost-

of-living survey. Table 2 shows the steps in the calculation of the resulting personal transitional 

allowance effective 1 July 2023.

VIII. Duty Stations with Personal Transitional Allowance (PTA) 

 

 

9. Under the existing system of operational rules, the PTA is adjusted periodically until it is 

phased out. Table 3 provides a summary of all PTAs in effect as of 1 July 2023.  

  

10. It should be noted that the PTA is paid in addition to the regular post adjustment multiplier 

and thus should be taken into account in determining all other entitlements ordinarily affected by 

post adjustment, such as rental subsidy, settling-in grant, spousal allowance etc. PTA should be 

paid only to staff on post on or before its starting month.  Except for the PTAs that began before 

March 2023, when the Covid-19 special measure was in place, any staff joining the duty station 

after the PTA starting month will not be eligible for the currently existing PTA unless the PTA is 

revised as a result of the implementation of another survey in which case staff on post after the 

PTA start date can become eligible. Please refer to ICSC/CIRC/GEN/08/2023, issued on 29 May

IX. W40 Measure 

 

11. The waiver of the 40 per cent of rent limit on rental subsidies is now applicable for 

Cambodia, effective 1 July 2023.  

 

12. The waiver of the 40 per cent of rent limit on rental subsidies is no longer applicable for 

The Republic of North Macedonia and Papua New Guinea, effective 1 July 2023. 

 

 

X. One Month Rule 

 

13. Due to sustained substantial inflation over the past six- and twelve-month periods, the one-

month rule (OMR) is applicable for Argentina, Ghana, Lebanon, Sudan, Suriname 

and Türkiye. Under this rule, the post adjustment multipliers of these duty 

stations are reviewed on a monthly basis during the period of substantial inflation. The applicable 

post adjustment multipliers for these duty stations, effective 1 July 2023, based on the application 

of the one-month rule, are listed in the attached Consolidated Post Adjustment Circular. 

 

 

XI. Ten-Point Rule 

 

14. Following the four-month review, the 10-point rule is triggered for the duty stations listed 

in Table 4 below. In accordance with this rule, the existing multipliers will be maintained for four 

months pending completion of a cost-of-living surveys.  It should be noted that, in the absence of 

cost-of-living survey results, the existing post adjustment multipliers would be reduced by 10 

points, effective 1 November 2023.

XII. Notification of a change in the structure of the Post Adjustment-related data published 

in XML format on the ICSC website 

 

15. This is to notify users of the XML data that the XML data structure has been changed with 

the July 2023 publication. This change includes the introduction of a new column that will reflect 

the PTA entitlement date.  It is expected that this change will enhance the functionality and 

relevance of the XML data structure. By including the PTA entitlement date into the XML data, 

users should be able to efficiently incorporate PTA-related processes into their workflows.
